When observing, evaluating, or treating clients in the clinic (including activities at sites away 
from the clinic) or at any of our practicum sites, students are expected to dress and behave in a 
professional manner.  When seeing clients in the clinic, you are expected to wear proper business 
attire. The following clothing items look particularly unprofessional and are not permitted: 
 
    Jeans 
    Shorts 
    Athletic shoes 
    Halter tops 
    Overalls 
    Tank tops 
    Flip-flops 
    Tight pants 
    Sweat suits/sweatshirts 
    Tight shirts or dresses 
    Sun dresses 
    Strapless dresses 
    Miniskirts (more than 2" above the knee) 
    Scrubs 
    Dresses or shirts with spaghetti straps 
    Low cut tops 
    Belly shirts 
If you are in doubt about something, bend over and squat in front of a mirror and be sure nothing 
shows that could be offensive or misinterpreted. PLEASE: NO EXPOSED MIDRIFFS, 
BACKSIDES, OR CLEAVAGE SHOWING! STUDENTS NOT DRESSED APPROPRIATELY
